Technical Tip: -  Crucibles for Induction Furnaces

Induction furnace crucibles in our Nolatina range have the suffix “I”

For example an A16 clay graphite crucible would become A16 I. They usually have the same top diameter and height but have less of a taper. 

It’s most important to choose the type of crucible that the induction furnace was designed to use rather than for the type of metal being melted. This is because some furnaces are designed to use a silicon carbide crucible and not a clay graphite one.

The wrong choice will result in either the metal getting all the heat before the pot and cracking it, or the pot getting white hot and not heating the metal. 
Always consult the manufacturer of the furnace if there is any doubt, then seek our advice as to the form and size of the crucible.
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
